DAY 1 19/4 ARRIVE HANOI
Our flight with VN782 departs Sydney at 11.35am and arrives in 

Hanoi at 8.00pm local time. We will be met at the Airport by our local tour driver and 
transferred to the beautifully appointed and well located Sheraton Hanoi Hotel where 
we will be staying for the next 2 nights.   

DAY 2 20/4 GOLF AT VAN TRI GOLF CLUB.
DEP 0830 Today’s round of golf is at the private and exclusive Van Tri Golf Club 
at 9.30am. No expense has been spared with this newly opened Golf Club which is in 
immaculate condition all year round. The designer Peter Rousseau from P and Z 
Designs has done a brilliant job, combining beautiful gardens and lakes with the 
testing layout. After golf we will relax in the superb Clubhouse that was designed by 
famous Australian architect Graham Taylor. Tonight back at the Sheraton Hotel, we 
will have our welcome dinner in the excellent Hemisphere Restaurant. This elegant 
restaurant offers Vietnamese/Western fusion cuisine with combined flavours from 
East and West.  

DAY 3 21/4 HANOI/ HALONG BAY/ VICTORY STAR OVERNIGHT CRUISE
DEP 0830 This morning we head out to the east coast to incredible Halong Bay 
for your overnight cruise on the new Victory Star Junk. One of the great natural 
wonders of the world and a UNESCO World Heritage Site, Halong Bay covers an 
area of 1,500 km over which are scattered thousands of limestone islands and grottoes 
rising from the clear, emerald waters of the Gulf of Bac Bo. The majestic beauty of 
the bay and its islands is only fully appreciated while meandering among the islands, 
fjords and inlets. After checking in you will be served a welcome drink 



that will be followed by an sumptuous Vietnamese buffet lunch featuring local freshly 
caught seafood. This afternoon we will cruise through this stunning area with its 
seemingly never ending spectacular limestone karsks and islets. We will stop at Soi 
Sim Island, where you can have a refreshing swim or trek to the island summit for 
breathtaking panoramic views of the surrounding area. We will then visit Hang Doi 
water tunnel, where you can take the option of passing through in a row boat. Tonight 
after mooring we will be served more traditional Vietnamese and Western food again 
using local seafood as the central theme.  

DAY 4 22/4 HALONG BAY/  HANOI.
This morning you will be able to join an early morning Tai Chi class 

on the top deck before we stop at Sung Sot grotto for a visit to the intriguing cave. 
This will be followed by a full breakfast served while your cruise continues through 
these amazing waterways. After the ship docks back at the pier we will be met by our 
driver to head back to Hanoi. The afternoon will be free for some shopping, a relaxing 
massage or some sightseeing around Hanoi. We stay at the Sheraton for the next 3 
nights and all of us have Sheraton Club services included.

DAY 5 23/4 GOLF AT DAILAI STAR GOLF AND COUNTRY CLUB.
DEP 0800 Located 40 km north of Hanoi at the foot of Ngoc Thanh Mountain and 
entwined around the beautiful Dai Lai Star Lake, is Vietnam’s newest golf layout Dai 
Lai Star Golf and Country Club. Opened November 2010 the 18 hole championship 
course offers an excellent challenge for all levels of golfer. The diversity of the 
natural surroundings creates the most relaxed and picturesque scenery. The undulating 
natural terrain has created some outstanding holes with some interesting altitude 
changes. Our 2 tee start is booked for 9.30am.

DAY 6 24/4 GOLF AT KINGS ISLAND GOLF CLUB.
DEP 0800 Situated in Ha Tay province, Kings’ Island Golf is an international 
standard golf club located 36 km west of Hanoi. The club is located in the Kings’ 
Valley on 350 scenic hectares of land along the shores of Dong Mo Lake and access 
to the course is by boat. Kings’ Island has two 18 hole courses, the Lakeside Course 
opened in 1993 and the Mountain view course opened in 2004. Our round today is on 
the newer Mountain view Course at 9.30am and again we have a 2 tee start. The 
newly completed clubhouse is really beautifully done and a great place to discuss 
today’s round.



DAY 7 25/4 HANOI/ SIEM REAP [CAMBODIA]
This morning you may look around yourselves or take the 

inexpensive optional ½ day sightseeing tour of Hanoi. 
Hanoi, a city of lakes, shaded boulevards and public parks, and is the capital of 
Vietnam. It is a very attractive city with French style buildings and less traffic than 
other cities in Asia. The ½ day tour includes, 
ONE PILLAR PAGODA: built by the Emperor Ly Thai Tong, who ruled from 1028 
to 1054. Constructed of wood on a single stone pillar, it is designed to resemble a 
lotus blossom. 
TEMPLE OF LITERATURE: a peaceful series of walled courtyards and graceful 
gateways, this monument is one of the best-preserved examples of traditional 
Vietnamese architecture. Founded in 1070 and dedicated to Confucius, this was also 
the site of Vietnam's first university. In one courtyard, giant stone tortoises bear stelae 
on their backs, listing the accomplishments of graduating scholars.
HO CHI MINH MAUSOLEUM: This commanding stone monument houses the 
embalmed remains of Ho Chi Minh, Vietnam's national hero and is a pilgrimage site 
for many Vietnamese. Visitors file silently past his glass tomb to pay their respects. 
The Mausoleum is open only in the mornings, and is closed on Mondays and Fridays. 
HO CHI MINH'S STILT HOUSE: Near the Mausoleum is the two room stilt house 
where Ho Chi Minh lived from 1948 until his final days. Visitors also pass the simple 
three-room bungalow where Ho Chi Minh lived and worked from 1954-8, which has 
been preserved in the same condition and may be viewed through the windows.
 This afternoon our flight VN843 departs Hanoi at 3.10pm and arrives at Siem Reap 
in Cambodia at 5.05pm. This mystical emerging country with its incredible Khmer 
history just excites. We will be met here at the Airport and transferred to the 
outstanding Sofitel Royal Angkor Golf and Spa Resort, where we will be staying for 
the next 4 nights in the huge 45 sqm Luxury Rooms.
   
DAY 8 26/4 GOLF AT ANGKOR GOLF RESORT
DEP 0715 Nick Faldo brings Internationally recognised golf to Cambodia with a 
PGA standard championship golf course which boasts a lengthy 7,230 yards and a 72 
par. Located close to the heart of Siem Reap, the Angkor Golf Course features 
generous fairways, an impressively bold bunkering style, and greens with plenty of 
subtle undulations that not only encourage but reward a variety of approach shots. 
Faldo believes that golfers enjoy themselves most when they are challenged, and this 
is the underlying approach to his design style. However, at the same time he is fully 



aware of the wide range of abilities that golfers bring to the course and as such the 
Angkor Golf Course has plenty of teeing options. Taking into account the stunning 
natural surroundings the course has a commitment to protecting the environment. A 
fair but challenging course for all golfers. Our 2 tee start is booked for 8.00am.

DAY 9 27/4 ANGKOR WAT
DEP 0830 The Khmer civilisation that centered around Angkor was one of the 
most remarkable to flourish in Southeast Asia. Between the 8th and 13th Centuries, a 
succession of Hindu and Buddist Kings created magnificent temples in stone. Their 
elaborate carvings and intricate architecture amazed the first Europeans who visited in 
the 19th Century and continue to fascinate today. Their culture dominated an 
expansive region in Indochina during those times and these amazing structures are a 
testament to the power and greatness of the Khmer civilisation. After many years of 
political turmoil it is now possible to see these unbelievable achievements that have 
been lost in the jungle for centuries. This is a wonder of the world without a doubt and 
the second UNESCO Heritage listed attraction of this tour.
  Our tour today will take in the best and most remarkable that Angkor 
has to offer including, Angkor Wat, Angkor Thom, Bayon, Elephant Terrace, Terrace 
of the Leper King, Ta Prohm.
 
DAY 10 28/4 GOLF AT PHOKEETHRA COUNTRY CLUB
DEP 0900 Phokeethra Country Club is Cambodia’s first internationally 
recognised golf course. It was opened in early 2007 and has a par of 72 and stretches 
7,145m. Located 15km west of Siem Reap, this picturesque, undulating course has 
sweeping, tree-lined fairways and generous greens, however the ever present natural 
lakes and water hazards, fast greens, and tricky bunkers challenges players of all 
abilities. Whilst playing you are never far away from reminders of the magnificent 
Angkor Empire as the course features the 10th century stone ‘Roluh’ bridge, a direct 
link to the country’s glorious past. Our 2 tee start is booked for 10.00am and we have 
one cart and caddie per player! Tonight back at the Sofitel we have our farewell 
Dinner in the excellent Mahout’s Dream Restaurant. This restaurant provides superb 
French Cuisine in a traditional Khmer atmosphere.   

DAY 11 29/4 FREE DAY/ DEPART SIEM REAP.
DEP 1600 Today is free to go back to the Angkor Wat temples, relax around the 
Sofitel pool or do some shopping in Siem Reap. Our flight VN828 departs at 6.30pm 
to Saigon, where we connect back to Sydney. You will leave with memories of some 
beautifully scenic golf course and of course the totally unforgettable Halong Bay and 
Angkor Wat temples.



DAY 12 30/4 ARRIVE SYDNEY.
Our flight VN783 arrives in Sydney at 9.35am.
